STAFF’S REQUEST for an extension of time in which to respond to southern union company's Answer and 
 
motion to dismiss complaint or for referral

to voluntary mediation




COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”), and for its Request for Additional Time to Respond to Southern Union (SU) Company’s answer, Motion to Dismiss or Alternatively for Referral for Voluntary Mediation states:

1.  Section 386.390(1) establishes, among other things, that virtually any person may present a Complaint before the Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) regarding any act or omission committed by any person, corporation or public utility.  This statute also provides that the Complaint may be based upon any alleged violation of any provision of law or of any rule or decision of the Commission.

2.  Staff needs additional time to fully reply to the lengthy response filed by SU in this matter and requests that the Commission extend the time for response until May 7, 2003.

3.  Granting this request will not delay the process nor prejudice SU, and it will allow Staff to complete additional research for its response.  

WHEREFORE Staff requests that the Commission issue its Order granting Staff until May 7, 2003, to reply to SU’s Response.
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
