ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On November 20, 2003, Milton Jerry Mounts, Jr. and Kristin Ann Mounts filed a complaint with the Missouri Public Service Commission against Missouri Gas Energy.  On March 24, 2004, the Commission issued an Order Adopting Procedural Schedule.  In its order, the Commission directed that direct testimony be filed by May 12, 2004.  Direct testimony has not been filed and the Commission will require that Complainants file a statement showing good cause for their failure to file direct testimony.

Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.116(3) states that “a party may be dismissed from a case for failure to comply with any order issued by the commission . . . .”  Accordingly, the Commission may dismiss this complaint if Complainants fail to respond to this order.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Milton Jerry Mounts, Jr. and Kristin Ann Mounts shall file a statement, no later than June 4, 2004, showing good cause for their failure to file direct testimony as directed in the Commission’s order dated March 24, 2004.

2. That this order shall become effective on May 27, 2004.
