ORDER SETTING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

AND DIRECTING FILING

The Commission is required to approve or reject an interconnection agreement in an expedited manner under Section 252(e)(4) of the Telecommunications Act of 1996.  Therefore, the Commission will reserve a date for a prehearing conference and direct the parties to file proposed procedural schedules.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the parties shall appear at a prehearing conference on August 18, 2003, beginning at 1:00 p.m.  The prehearing conference will be held in Room 305 of the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri.  The Governor Office Building meets accessibility standards required by the Americans with Disabilities Act. 2. The parties shall jointly or individually file a proposed procedural schedule no later than August 20, 2003.
