ORDER RECOGNIZING NAME CHANGE

AND APPROVING TARIFF

Syllabus:  This order recognizes M.L.M. Telecommunications, Inc.’s name change to M.L.M. Telecommunications, Inc., d/b/a Ameritel, Your Phone Company, and approves its tariff.

On January 31, 2003, M.L.M Telecommunications requested that the Commission recognize its name change to M.L.M. Telecommunications, d/b/a Ameritel, Your Phone Company.  With that request, M.L.M. filed tariff sheets reflecting that name change, effective March 17, 2003.  M.L.M. also filed substitute tariff sheets on March 4, 2003.  

Staff filed its Recommendation on March 6, 2003.  Staff stated that the Commission granted M.L.M. a certificate of service authority on August 14, 2002, in Case No. CA-2002-1140.  In that case, the Commission waived the rule that required M.L.M. to file a tariff with an effective date of at least 45 days from the date of filing.  In this case, M.L.M. has filed its tariff, and simultaneously asked the Commission to recognize its name change.  

Staff recommends the Commission approve M.L.M.’s tariff and recognize its name change.  Staff stated that M.L.M.’s tariff is properly formatted, identifies competitive classification, identifies waivers granted and does not propose geographically deaveraged rates.  In addition, Staff states that the Commission has approved an interconnection agreement for M.L.M., that the tariff clearly indicates the areas by exchange in which M.L.M. will provide local service, and that its local service will be a separate and distinct service.

The Commission has reviewed M.L.M.’s application, finds that it substantially complies with Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(16), and finds that it should recognize the name change.  The Commission has also reviewed M.L.M.’s proposed tariff and Staff’s recommendation and finds that the tariff details the services and pricing it proposes to offer.  The Commission finds that the proposed tariff should be approved to become effective as directed below.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Commission recognizes the fictitious name of M.L.M. Telecommunications, Inc., d/b/a Ameritel, Your Phone Company.

2. That the tariff sheets filed on January 31, 2003, as amended by substitute sheets filed on March 4, 2003, reflecting its new fictitious name and assigned tariff file number YC-2003-1455, are approved for service on and after March 17, 2003.  The approved tariff sheets are:
