On February 3, 2004, ConocoPhillips Company (CP or Company) of Houston,Texas, filed its APPLICATION FOR CERTIFICATION AS A SELLER OF ENERGY SERVICES IN THE STATE OF MISSOURI (Application) in response to Missouri Public Service Commission (Commission) Rule 4CSR 240-3.285. 

Commission Rule 4CSR 240-3.285 resulted from the passage of Senate Bill 627 during the Second Regular Session of the 89th Missouri General Assembly.  This utility taxation bill became effective upon the Governor’s signature on July 10, 1998.  Case No. GO-2004-0195, an investigation into compliance with Sections 393.297 through 393.301 RSMo, is currently pending before the Commission. 

The Rule prescribes the Commission’s filing requirements and certification procedures with respect to energy sellers pursuant to sections 393.297 through 393.301 RSMo.  Among other things, applicants for certification must include in their applications an agreement which states that the:




1.
Applicant agrees to pay all applicable business license taxes, or it’s proportionate share of the franchise fee or Payment in Lieu Of Taxes (PILOT) in each political subdivision in which it sells energy;




2.
Applicant waives its right to challenge the validity of the agreement;




3.
Applicant waives its right to the refund of any amounts paid pursuant to the





agreement; and




4.
Applicant will make its records available to the Commission and the political





subdivisions with the right to audit the records.

The Commission’s Energy Tariffs/Rate Design Staff (Staff) has reviewed the Application filed by CP and believes that it meets all of the requirements contained in Rule 4CSR 240-3.285.  Therefore, the Staff recommends the Commission approve the Application as filed by CP.
