ORDER DISMISSING RESPONDENT

AND DIRECTING FILING

On May 9, 2002, Petitioner Kingdom Telephone Company filed its Motion for Leave to Dismiss Western Wireless and to Withdraw Motion for Default Judgment. 4. That this order shall become effective on May 21, 2002.
