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Motion for Extension of Time


COMES NOW Staff of the Public Service Commission, and for its motion for extension of time states:

1. Pursuant to the Commission’s procedural order in these consolidated cases, Staff is to file
 its direct testimony on December 9, 2003.

2. Staff’s depreciation witness has recently had to deal with personal matters that will 
prevent her from finishing her direct testimony by December 9, 2003.  She has finished, and Staff will provide to Aquila on December 9, the depreciation schedules that her testimony will support.

3. Staff asks that the Commission grant an extension of time until December 16, 2003, for 
Staff to file its direct testimony on the issue of depreciation.  Staff will provide workpapers to Aquila not later than December 16, 2003.

4. Aquila does not object to this motion for extension of time.
