Tha Office of Community Services (OCS), Division of Energy Assistance (DEA), is jssuing an initial release of approximately $3.03 bilion of Federal Fiscal
Year (FY) 2018 regular block grant funding to Low Income Home Energy Assistance Programs (LIHEAP) grantees, This funding is provided under the
Continuing Appropriations Resolution 2018, Public Law 115-56 {also referred to as a “CR"), which the President signed inta faw on September 8, 2017,

and which is effective until December 8, 2017.

Attached is a table detafling the allocations to state and territory grantees

with completed FY 2018 LIMEAP plans will be sent award lelters with their individual furding amounts. Each graniee that submitted a complete LIHEAP
pfan for FY 2018 received 80 parcent of the funding available under the CR, after accounting for a 0.6791 percent rescission in the CR and the annual
updates to the LIHEAP. allocation formula data used to calculate the block grant allocation award amounts. HHS will not issue Leveraging Incentive

Program or Residential Energy Assistance Challenge (REACH) Program funding in FY 2018.
