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MOTION FOR AMENDMENT OF BRIEFING SCHEDULE


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff” and “Commission”), and on behalf of all parties to this proceeding moves for an amendment to the briefing schedule announced in the Commission’s Order of October 11, 2002.  In support of this Motion, Staff states the following:


1.
The Commission set the briefing schedule in this proceeding in its Order of October 11, 2002.  Initial briefs are presently due to be filed by December 3, 2002, and reply briefs by December 20, 2002.

Due to the press of the schedule of his schedule, counsel for Respondents VoiceStream Wireless Corporation and Western Wireless Corporation desires an extension of the briefing schedule.  Counsel for the other parties have agreed that an extension would be beneficial, and would not result in prejudice to any party.

The parties propose the following amendment to the briefing schedule:  initial briefs will be filed by December 12, 2002, and reply briefs by January 7, 2002.  The extension of the due dates for the briefs will allow the parties to present their arguments to the Commission as comprehensively as possible, while allowing counsel to attend to other pressing legal matters.

4 CSR 240-2.050(3)(A) provides that “[w]hen an act is required or allowed to be done by order or rule of the commission at or within a specified time, the commission, at its discretion, may – Order the period enlarged before the expiration of the period originally prescribed or as extended by a previous order….”


WHEREFORE, Staff, on behalf of the parties, moves the Commission to extend the briefing schedule as specified herein, pursuant to 4 CSR 240-2.050(3)(A).
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
