As noted at hearing (see March 26, 2005 transcript, at pp. 1036-1044), the rate schedule submitted by the CLEC Coalition with its Petition for Arbitration included significant typographical errors that were, unfortunately, not detected until hearing.  As pointed out in testimony, the CLEC Coalition’s proposal is that the current M2A rates be carried forward for use in the interconnection agreements being arbitrated for CLEC Coalition companies in this proceeding.  Since the hearing, the CLEC Coalition has prepared a corrected document showing the current M2A rates it advocates be included in the M2A successor interconnection agreements.  Counsel believes that the attached corrected rate document includes only rates that are incorporated in the current M2A (the parties, of course, maintain their positions about whether various of these rates should apply on a going forward basis).
