ORDER SETTING PREHEARING CONFERENCE

On April 24, 2002, Kansas City Power & Light Company (KCPL) filed an application for an accounting authority order to defer costs caused by an ice storm in January 2002. On May 30, the Office of the Public Counsel responded to KCPL’s application with two alternative recommendations:  that the Commission grant the accounting authority order subject to certain conditions, or that the Commission set this case for hearing. 

On June 10, the Staff of the Commission filed a response to Public Counsel’s recommendations.  Staff suggests that the Commission grant the application subject to the conditions proposed by Public Counsel (with a minor change), or set the case for hearing.

KCPL did not respond to Public Counsel’s pleading.

A prehearing conference and procedural schedule are appropriate to ensure the prompt resolution of this matter.  At the prehearing conference, the parties or their representatives should be prepared to discuss the nature of any discovery each will conduct and the interval necessary for its completion; the number of witnesses each expects to call at hearing; the number and nature of any exhibits each expects to offer at hearing; and the anticipated length of the hearing.  The parties or their representatives should also be prepared to discuss the current status of settlement negotiations.  It is expected that the prehearing conference will provide an opportunity for the parties to further pursue settlement discussions.  

The parties shall jointly file a proposed procedural schedule.  The proposed procedural schedule shall establish dates for the filing of a list of the issues to be determined by the Commission and statements by the parties of their position on each such issue, as well as dates for the hearing of this matter.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That a prehearing conference shall be held on June 28, 2002, beginning at 10:00 a.m.  The prehearing conference shall be held at the Commission’s office in the Governor Office Building, 200 Madison Street, Jefferson City, Missouri, a building that meets accessibility standards of the Americans with Disabilities Act. That the parties shall file a proposed procedural schedule no later than July 5, 2002.  The procedural schedule shall include dates for the filing of testimony and for a hearing.

That this order shall become effective on June 14, 2002.
