ORDER DIRECTING FILING OF STAFF RECOMMENDATION

On April 24, 2002, Kansas City Power & Light Company filed an application requesting authority to transfer certain assets to Great Plains Energy Services Incorporated.  KCPL proposes to transfer personnel to Great Plains, and requests authority to transfer a small amount of personal property at the same time.  The property consists of leasehold improvements and general office equipment, and certain enterprise-wide capitalized software costs. 

The Commission provided notice to potentially interested entities and offered the opportunity to intervene. No applications to intervene were filed. The Staff of the Commission will be directed to file its recommendation concerning that application no later than September 27, 2002.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the Staff of the Commission shall, no later than September 27, 2002, file its recommendation concerning the application Kansas City Power & Light Company. 

2. That this order shall become effective on September 8, 2002.
