ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME TO FILE 

ANNUAL REPORT

On April 13, 2004, Trigen-Kansas City Energy Corporation filed a Motion for Extension of Time to File 2003 Annual Report.  Trigen alleged that it could not meet the April 15, 2004, deadline for filing its 2003 annual report because it is in the process of adjusting certain records and accounts.  Trigen requested that the Commission allow it to file its annual report no later than May 15.

The Staff of the Commission filed its Recommendation on April 14.  Staff opined that Trigen’s request for the extension is reasonable and should be granted.

The Commission requires that all electric utilities, subject to the Commission’s jurisdiction, file annual reports by April 15.
  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(4) requires an applicant to state good cause when requesting that the Commission waive a rule.  The Commission finds that Trigen has done so, and that good cause exists to permit Trigen to file its annual report out of time.  Therefore, the Commission will grant leave to file the annual report out of time.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Trigen-Kansas City Energy Corporation is granted an extension of time until May 15, 2004, to file its annual report.

2. That Trigen-Kansas City Energy Corporation shall file a pleading in this case informing the Commission when it has filed its annual report.

3. That this order shall become effective on May 15, 2004.
