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Staff Recommendation


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission (“Staff”), and for its recommendation, respectfully states:


1.
Staff recommends that the Commission issue an Order granting the Motion for Extension of Time to File 2002 Annual Report, filed on April 7, 2003, by Trigen-Kansas City Energy Corporation (“Trigen”).  Trigen has requested an extension of over 30 days after the ordinary due date of April 15, 2003, to file its Annual Report, until June 2, 2003.

Upon reviewing Trigen’s request, and pursuant to 4 CSR 240-10.080 and 4 CSR 240-2.060(14) (effective April 30, 2003, this section will become 4 CSR 240-2.060(4)), Staff concludes that Trigen has demonstrated good cause for the granting of an extension.

The Commission’s annual report form was recently amended to add supplemental pages 1 and 2, and the Staff asks that Trigen be required to complete and submit the supplemental pages 1 and 2 of the annual report form within 30 days, or by May 15, 2003.  


WHEREFORE, the Staff respectfully requests that the Commission issue an Order permitting a late filing, directing the submission of supplemental pages 1 and 2 of the annual report form by May 15, 2003, and requiring Trigen to attach the Commission’s Order to its filing when it takes place.
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
