ORDER DENYING MOTION TO SUSPEND TARIFF

On July 5, 2000, Southwestern Bell Telephone Company (SWBT) issued

Proposed  tariff  revision  that  was  filed  with  the  Public  Service  Commission. The proposed  revision  is  to  the  Local  Exchange Tariff,  P.S.C. Mo.-No. 24,  and  is: Appendix, 7th  Revised Sheet 1 (replacing 6th Revised Sheet 1). The proposed  7th Revised Sheet 1 is attached to this order.
SWBT’s  cover  letter  for  this  tariff  filing  described  the  revision  

as  an  offer  to  waive  the  Service  and  Equipment  Charge  to  residence  customers

who  have  previously  disconnected  their  access  line  with  SWBT  for  the  purpose  of  establishing  service  with  another  local  exchange  carrier  and  now  wish  to  return  to  SWBT. The  cover  letter  described  the  tariff  as a  promotion  that  would be  available from August 4, 2000, to  December 31, 2000.

The Commission’s Staff filed its Motion to Suspend Tariff on July 26, 2000. The Staff’s motion raises arguments that the proposed 

tariff would be harmful to competition and would not be in the public 

interest.

On July 28, 2000, SWBT filed its response to Staff’s motion. SWBT

offered arguments in opposition to those posed by Staff and arguments to

support the proposed tariff.

The Commission has reviewed the tariff sheet, Staff’s Motion to 

Suspend and SWBT’s response. The Commission finds that the Motion to

Suspend should be denied.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion to Suspend Tariff filed by the Staff of the Missouri

 Public Service Commission is denied.

2. That this order shall become effective on August 4, 2000.
