PROMOTIONS

1.
A promotional period will be established from December 18, 2000 through March 16, 2001.

During the promotional period, residential customers who add an additional access line will receive

a waiver of 50% off of the applicable installation charges.  Residential customers who install more than one additional line during the promotional period will receive the waiver for each line installed.

Previously existing additional lines are not eligible for the promotion.

The Telephone Company will establish a promotional period from August 4, 2000 through December

31, 2001 for residence customers who have disconnected their local network access line service with the Telephone Company for the purpose of establishing service with another local exchange carrier within the Telephone Company's service area and who now wish to return to the Telephone Company.  During this promotional period, the normally applicable nonrecurring Service Connection Charges will be waived for residence customers returning to the telephone Company.  The residence customer must:  1) not have had service disconnected for nonpayment, and 2) not have had any past due bills for regulated service owed to the Company.
