ORDER AND NOTICE


On April 24, 2002, Kansas City Power & Light Company filed an application requesting authority to transfer certain assets to Great Plains Energy Services Incorporated.  KCPL proposes to transfer personnel to Great Plains, and requests authority to transfer a small amount of personal property at the same time.  The property consists of leasehold improvements and general office equipment, and certain enterprise-wide capitalized software costs. 



Proper parties should be given notice and an opportunity to intervene in this matter.  The Data Center of the Commission shall send a copy of this order to all parties to Case No. EM-2001-464, KCPL’s restructuring case.  The Information Office of the Commission shall provide notice to the members of the General Assembly who represent counties within KCPL’s service area in Missouri, and to the newspapers, as listed in the newspaper directory of the current Official Manual of the State of Missouri, that serve the counties within KCPL’s service area in Missouri. 



The requirement of a hearing has been fulfilled when all those having a desire to be heard are offered an opportunity to be heard.  If no proper party or governmental entity is granted intervention and neither the Commission’s Staff nor the Office of the Public Counsel requests a hearing, the Commission may determine that a hearing is not necessary and that the applicant may submit its evidence in support of the Application by verified statement.
