ORDER MODIFYING PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE REGARDING FILING 

OF JOINT STATEMENT OF ISSUES, LIST OF WITNESSES, ORDER OF WITNESSES AND ORDER OF CROSS-EXAMINATION

On May 27, 2004, the Staff of the Commission, acting on behalf of all of the parties, filed a motion asking that the procedural schedule be modified to allow additional time for the parties to file a joint statement of issues, order of issues, list of witnesses, order of witnesses and order of cross-examination.
