ORDER GRANTING LEAVE TO WITHDRAW AS COUNSEL

On April 7, 2003, Trigen-Kansas City Energy Corporation requested the Commission to give Trigen an extension of time in which to file its 2002 Annual Report.  Trigen’s counsel has asked for several extensions, all of which the Commission has granted.

On July 29, Jeffrey Keevil, attorney for Trigen, moved for leave to withdraw as counsel pursuant to Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.040(6).  Mr. Keevil states that Paul S. DeFord now represents Trigen.  Mr. Deford filed a pleading on Trigen’s behalf on July 15.  Mr. Keevil states that Trigen has Mr. Deford as counsel, and that Trigen will therefore not be prejudiced by his withdrawal.  

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) states that parties have 10 days to respond to pleadings.  No parties objected within 10 days.  The Commission has reviewed Mr. Keevil’s motion, finds it reasonable, and will grant it.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Jeffrey Keevil is given leave to withdraw as counsel for Trigen-Kansas City Energy Corporation.

2. That the Commission’s Data Center shall remove Jeffrey Keevil from the service list in this case, and shall list as counsel for Trigen-Kansas City Energy Corporation Paul S. DeFord, Lathrop & Gage, 2345 Grand Boulevard, Suite 2800, Kansas City, Missouri 64108.

3. That this order shall become effective on August 23, 2003.
