ORDER DIRECTING THIRD STATUS REPORT

In an order issued December 15, 1998, the Commission approved a Stipulation and Agreement covering the treatment by Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE (AmerenUE) of its sulfur dioxide emission allowance inventory.  On March 18, 2004, the Commission directed its Staff to file a status report and a recommendation as to whether the case may be closed.  On April 1, Staff filed a status report in which it recommended that this case remain open. On July 1 and July 2, the Office of the Public Counsel and the Staff, in response to another Commission order, filed status reports.  In those status reports, both Staff and Public Counsel referred to Case Number EO-2004-0108, and recommended that this case remain open at least until that case was decided.  That case has now been decided (although applications for rehearing are pending), and the Commission will once again order status reports. 

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Office of the Public Counsel and Staff of the Commission shall, no later than November 12, 2004, file status reports.  These reports shall state whether this

case may be closed, and if they recommend leaving the case open, the reports shall address in detail what further action should take place in this case.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 22, 2004.
