ORDER SETTING ASIDE ORDER THAT

THE STAFF OF THE COMMISSION FILE AN UPDATE

On September 12, 2003, Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC d/b/a Time Warner Cable filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission an Application for Certificate of Service Authority to Provide Local and Interexchange Voice Service and for Competitive Competition.  Thereafter, the Commission granted intervention to a number of companies and on November 21, 2003, held a prehearing conference.  On November 24, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed its memorandum and moved the Commission to suspend the requirement that the parties file a proposed procedural schedule.  Staff informed the Commission that the parties sought to be able to review and respond to Staff’s memorandum and to better define and resolve issues.

In its order suspending the time in which the parties were required to file a proposed procedural schedule, the Commission ordered Staff to file an update by December 25, 2003.  Prior to December 25, 2003, the parties responded to Staff’s memorandum.  Consequently, there is no need for Staff to update the Commission on the status of this case.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Missouri Public Service Commission sets aside its order of November 25, 2003, that the Staff of the Commission file an update advising the Commission of the status of this case.

2. That this order shall become effective on December 23, 2003.
