ORDER DIRECTING FILING

This order directs the Applicant to clarify its Application. 

On September 15, 2003, UpLync Telecommunications, Inc., requested the Commission to grant it a certificate of service authority to provide interexchange, non-switched local, and basic local telecommunications services.  Paragraph 10 of the Application states that it is “separately filing its proposed interexchange (IXC) tariff.”  

The Commission has no record of UpLync filing its tariff, either in this case, or separately.  The Commission will order UpLync to explain if it has filed an IXC tariff.  The Commission will also order UpLync to file its tariff in this case, and not as a separate tariff.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That UpLync Telecommunications, Inc., shall file a pleading no later than September 22, 2003, explaining whether it has filed an interexchange tariff.

2. That UpLync Telecommunications, Inc., shall file its tariffs in this case, and shall not file its tariffs separately.

3. That this order shall become effective on September 16, 2003.
