ORDER SUSPENDING TARIFFS

Syllabus:  This order suspends the tariff filed by NorVergence, Inc., for 30 days.

On November 25, 2003, NorVergence, Inc., filed an application for a certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecommunications services.  The application included tariff sheets bearing an original effective date of January 4, 2004.  On November 26, NorVergence submitted a letter that stated the effective date of the tariff sheets should have been January 9, and changed the effective date to January 9. 

The Staff of the Commission has not yet filed a Recommendation.  To allow Staff time to file a Recommendation on the application for a certificate, the proposed tariffs will be suspended.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

That the proposed tariff sheets submitted on November 25, 2003, by NorVergence, Inc., and assigned Tariff No. YL-2004-0693, are suspended for a period of 30 days, until February 8, 2004, or until otherwise ordered by this Commission.
