NOTICE OF VOLUNTARY DISMISSAL AND NOTICE CLOSING CASE

On February 27, 2003, Alticomm, Inc., filed an application for certificates of service authority to provide interexchange and basic local exchange telecommunications services in the state of Missouri.  On May 6, 2003, the Commission granted Alticomm a certificate to provide interexchange authority.  On July 7, 2003, Alticomm voluntarily dismissed its application for a certificate of service authority to provide basic local exchange telecommunications service. 

Under Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.116, an applicant may dismiss its application without approval from the Commission before prepared testimony has been offered.  Therefore, the application for a certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunications service is dismissed.  The Commission has already granted the
