ORDER GRANTING MOTION FOR LEAVE TO AMEND BY INTERLINEATION APPLICATION FOR CERTIFICATE 

OF SERVICE AUTHORITY AND COMPETITIVE 

CLASSIFICATION AND ORDER DIRECTING FILING 

Syllabus:  This order grants the Motion for Leave to Amend by Interlineation Application for Certificate of Service Authority and Competitive Classification filed by CenturyTel Solutions, LLC, and directs the Missouri Independent Telephone Company Group to inform the Commission whether it still wishes to intervene in this case.  

On August 20, 2003, CenturyTel Solutions, LLC, filed an application for a certificate of service authority to provide basic local exchange, interexchange and nonswitched local exchange telecommunications services.  The Commission issued a Notice of Applications on August 26, giving potential intervenors until September 25 to ask to intervene.

On September 24, the Missouri Independent Telephone Company Group filed an Application to Intervene in Opposition to Granting of Service Authority, and Request for Hearing.
  MITG opposes the application because it claims CenturyTel Solutions wishes to compete in the same exchanges as its parent companies, CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC, and Spectra Communications Group, LLC d/b/a Century Tel.  Both CenturyTel of Missouri and Spectra are incumbent local exchanges companies, and, according to MITG, allowing CenturyTel Solutions to compete in its parent companies’ exchanges is against the public interest.  

On October 26, CenturyTel Solutions filed a Motion for Leave to Amend by Interlineation Application for Certificate of Service Authority and for Competitive Classification.  CenturyTel Solutions amended its application to delete its request for certification to provide basic local exchange telecommunications services in exchanges served by CenturyTel of Missouri, LLC and Spectra Communications, LLC d/b/a CenturyTel.  

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) allows parties ten days to respond to pleadings.  No objections were filed to CenturyTel Solutions’ October 28 motion.  The Commission has reviewed CenturyTel Solutions’ Motion for Leave to Amend by Interlineation, finds it reasonable, and will grant it.   The Commission will also order MITG to inform the Commission whether it still wishes to intervene.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Leave to Amend by Interlineation Application for Certificate of Service Authority and for Competitive Classification filed by CenturyTel Solutions, LLC, is granted.

2. That the Missouri Independent Telephone Company Group shall file a pleading informing the Commission whether it still wishes to intervene no later than November 19, 2003.  

3. That this order shall become effective on November 12, 2003.
