ORDER DIRECTING FILING OF BRIEFS

On September 12, 2003, Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC d/b/a Time Warner Cable filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission an Application for Certificate of Service Authority to Provide Local and Interexchange Voice Services and for Competitive Classification.  On November 4, 2003, the Commission granted intervention to those companies seeking intervention.  The Commission also set this matter for a prehearing conference to be held on November 21, 2003, beginning at 10:00 a.m.

Time Warner intends to offer Voice over Internet Protocol, which is a relatively unexplored technology with regulatory uncertainties.  Of those uncertainties is whether or not the Commission has jurisdiction over VoIP.  This query must be addressed prior to an examination of any other regulatory or technical concerns the parties might have with regard to VoIP.

Because the issue of jurisdiction must first be addressed, the Commission will require that all parties to this matter file briefs prior to the start of the prehearing conference.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That each party to this matter shall file, prior to the start of the prehearing conference, a brief setting forth its position as to whether the Missouri Public Service Commission has jurisdiction to regulate Voice over Internet Protocol services.

2. That this order shall be effective on November 10, 2003.
