ORDER GRANTING EXTENSION OF TIME

On September 12, 2003, Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC, d/b/a Time Warner Cable filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission an application for a Certificate of Service Authority to Provide Local and Interexchange Voice Services in portions of the State of Missouri.  The Commission issued its Notice of the application on September 23, 2003.  Thereafter, a number of Applications to Intervene were filed.  The first such application was filed on October 3, 2003, and the last on October 8, 2003.

On October 14, 2003, Time Warner filed a motion to extend until October 20, 2003, the time by which it has to respond to the Applications to Intervene.  Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.080(15) requires that parties respond to pleadings within ten days, unless otherwise ordered by the Commission.  Through this order the Commission is extending the time to October 20, 2003, by which Time Warner has to respond to the Applications to Intervene.
IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC, d/b/a Time Warner Cable’s motion to extend the time to October 20, 2003, by which it has to respond to the Applications to Intervene is granted.

2. That this order shall become effective on October 17, 2003.
