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Staff Recommendation

COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and for its recommendation states:


1.
On September 25, 2003, the Commission issued an Order which approved a Stipulation and Agreement (Stipulation) submitted by the parties regarding the Staff’s audit of the earnings of Steelville Telephone Exchange, Inc. (Steelville).  The effective date of the Order was October 5, 2003.  The Stipulation provided that Steelville would file permanent tariff sheets, with an effective date no later than 30 days from the effective date of the Order, to incorporate the rate changes identified in the Stipulation.


2.
On October 3, 2003, Steelville filed tariff sheets designed to implement revised rates in accordance with the Stipulation.  The tariff sheets bear a proposed effective date of November 3, 2003.


3.
In the attached Memorandum, which is labeled Appendix A, the Staff states that the tariff sheets are in compliance with the Commission-approved Stipulation.  Carrier common line terminating access rates will be reduced to $0.06980 and 911 trunk rates will be reduced to $25.00.


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends approval of Steelville’s tariff filing as being in compliance with the Stipulation.
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
