ORDER REGARDING TARIFF

On April 9, 2004, Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC issued a tariff that would allow it to conduct a local market trial to test its facilities and operating systems in preparation for offering digital phone service in Missouri.  The tariff bears an effective date of May 24, but was accompanied by a motion for expedited treatment that asked the Commission to approve the tariff within ten days, or as soon thereafter as possible.  Time Warner Cable indicated that it is already conducting such a market trial on the Kansas side of the Kansas City metropolitan area and would like to begin similar trials in Missouri as soon as possible. 

On April 12, the Commission issued an order directing its Staff to file a recommendation regarding the tariff by April 14, or, if it could not file a recommendation that quickly, to file a pleading indicating when it could file a recommendation.  Staff filed a response on April 14, indicating that it had contacted Time Warner Cable to gather more information about the tariff and could not yet file a recommendation.  Staff stated that it would file its recommendation as soon as possible and not later than May 13.  On the basis of Staff’s response, the Commission, on April 20, issued an order denying Time Warner Cable’s motion for expedited treatment.      

Staff filed its recommendation and memorandum regarding Time Warner Cable’s local market trial tariff on April 23.  Staff states that Time Warner Cable’s tariff will permit it to test the systems needed to provision and bill for its local telephone service offering, including Voice Over Internet Protocol local telephone service.  Staff notes that Time Warner Cable’s tariff is similar to market trial tariffs previously approved for other companies.  Staff also recommends that the tariff be given an expedited effective date. 

Although the Office of the Public Counsel is a party to this case, it did not file a recommendation.

The Commission has reviewed the tariff filing and Staff's recommendation and memorandum and finds that Time Warner Cable’s tariff should be approved to become effective on April 30.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the tariff filed by Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC on April 9, 2004, and assigned tariff number YL‑2004‑1235, is approved, as substituted on April 15, 2004, to become effective on April 30, 2004.  The tariff sheets approved are:
