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Staff Recommendation on Local Market Trial Tariff


COMES NOW the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and for its recommendation states:


1.
On April 9, 2004, Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC (TWCIS) filed a tariff to conduct a local market trial of its Digital Phone Services.  That tariff bears an effective date of May 24, but TWCIS has asked for expedited treatment and an earlier effective date. 


2.
In the attached Memorandum, which labeled Appendix A, the Staff recommends approval of TWCIS’s proposed market trial tariff at the Commission’s earliest convenience.  The Staff notes that TWCIS’s market trial proposal is similar to the market trial tariff of other carriers.  


3.
The Staff is continuing its review and discussion with TWCIS concerning TWCIS’s proposed permanent local services tariff.


4.
Because TWCIS was only recently certificated, it has no overdue annual reports or assessments.


WHEREFORE, the Staff recommends approval of TWCIS’s proposed tariff P.S.C. Mo. No. 1, with an early effective date, at the Commission’s earliest convenience.    
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
