ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On September 12, 2003, Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC d/b/a Time Warner Cable filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission an Application for Certificate of Service Authority to Provide Local and Interexchange Voice Services and for Competitive Classification.  The Commission thereafter granted intervention to those companies seeking intervention and on November 21, 2003, held a prehearing conference.
