ORDER DIRECTING FILING


On September 12, 2002, Western Communications, Inc., filed a Notice of Assignment of Interconnection Agreement and Adoption Notices.  Western has entered into a stipulation agreement with Logix Communications Corp. and Southwestern Bell Telephone Company under which the interconnection agreement between Southwestern Bell and Logix is to be assigned to Western.  The adoption notices concern the tariffs of Logix Communications Corp. and have an effective date of October 12, 2002.  The tariffs are PSC Missouri Tariff No. 1, PSC Missouri Tariff No. 2, and PSC Missouri Tariff No. 3.


On September 13, 2002, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission filed its memorandum, recommending that the Commission waive 4 CSR 240-2.060(6)(C), which requires that a proposed tariff be filed with a 45-day effective date.  Staff also recommends that Western be required to submit documentation for the adoption of Logix’s tariffs and interconnection agreements within 30 days of the Commission’s grant of service authority to Western.  Staff seems to be unaware that Western has filed adoption notices and a notice of assignment of the interconnection between Logix and Southwestern Bell.


It is not clear from Staff’s filing whether Staff recommends approval of Western’s adoption of Logix’s interconnection agreements and tariffs.  Therefore, the Commission will direct Staff to file a supplemental pleading clarifying this issue.

 IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That no later than October 4, 2002, the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file a memorandum, giving its recommendation with regard to Western Communications, Inc.’s adoption of the interconnection agreements and tariffs of Logix Communications Corp.

That this order shall become effective on October 2, 2002.
