ORDER DIRECTING FILING


On October 8, 2002, Western Communications, Inc., filed a letter requesting approval to provide service under the name Logix Communications.  Commission rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(16) provides that a name change may be accomplished by filing a cover letter requesting the change of name, along with the following:  (1) a statement clearly setting out both the old name and the new name; (2) evidence of registration of the name change with the Missouri secretary of state; and (3) either an adoption notice and revised tariff title sheet or revised tariff sheets.

Western previously submitted, on September 10, 2002, a Registration of Fictitious Name form from the Missouri Secretary of State’s office.  On September 12, 2002, Western provided its adoption notices and revised tariff sheets.  The proposed tariff sheets bear an effective date of October 12, 2002.  On October 2, 2002, the Staff of the Commission recommended approval of the adoption notices and tariff sheets.  Although the adoption notice and tariff sheets bear the name Logix Communications, Staff does not explicitly recommend approval of Western Communications, Inc., changing its name to Western Communications, Inc., d/b/a Logix Communications.  Due to the impending effective date of the proposed tariff sheets, the Commission will direct Staff to expeditiously file its memorandum regarding the name change.  Staff will also be directed to clarify what the correct tariff file numbers are.
 


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That no later than 4:00 p.m. on October 10, 2002, the Staff of the Commission shall file a memorandum, recommending whether or not the Missouri Public Service Commission should recognize Western Communications, Inc.’s change of name to Western Communication, Inc. d/b/a Logix Communications.
