ORDER REGARDING MOTION FOR CLARIFICATION


On September 24, 2002, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an order granting certificates of service authority to Western Communications, Inc., to provide basic local, interexchange and non-switched local exchange telecommunications services. On September 25, 2002, Western filed a Motion for Clarification, requesting that the Commission clarify its order as follows:

a.
Add an express acknowledgment that Applicant will be providing telecommunications services in Missouri under the name Logix Communications.

b.
Clarify that Ordered item 1 includes exchange access service and full local exchange authority with the identified exchanges.

c.
Clarify that Ordered items 2 and 3 provide for statewide authority.

d.
Delete Ordered item 9.

e.
Clarify that Applicant has filed notice of assignment of a previously approved interconnection agreement and notice of tariff adoptions, and that said tariff adoptions are approved to be effective no later than October 4, 2002.


First, Western requests that the Commission “add an express acknowledgment that Applicant will be providing telecommunications services in Missouri under the name Logix Communications.”  In its application, Western requested that the Commission grant Western the relevant certificates of service authority.  Nowhere did Western request that the certificates be granted in the name of Logix.  Indeed, at the time it filed its application in this matter, Western was without legal authority to operate under the name Logix.  The Commission has granted Western the certificates it actually requested.  To properly effect its desire, Western might request, in a separate case, that the Commission issue an order recognizing a change of name.


With regard to paragraph b, above, the grant of authority to provide basic local telecommunications services includes authority to provide exchange access and local exchange services.  There is no need to grant the requested clarification.


With regard to paragraphs c and d, above, the Commission has, in a Notice of Correction, addressed Western’s concerns and corrected its ordered paragraph accordingly.  


Finally, Western asks that the Commission “clarify that [Western] has filed notice of assignment of a previously approved interconnection agreement and notice of tariff adoptions, and that said tariff adoptions are approved to be effective no later than October 4, 2002.”  On September 12, 2002, Western did file a Notice of Assignment of Interconnection Agreement and Adoption Notices; however, the effective date of the Adoption Notices is October 12, 2002.


The Commission notes that Western never amended its Application to include the interconnection agreements assignment.  Likewise, Western’s Application requested waiver of Rule 4 CSR 240-2.060(4)(H).  Western never amended its Application to reflect that adoption notices had been filed.  Consequently, this requested clarification is denied. 


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That Western Communications, Inc.’s request that the Commission add an express acknowledgment that Applicant will be providing telecommunications services in Missouri under the name Logix Communications is denied.

2.
That Western Communications Inc.’s request that the Commission amend its order to include, with the granting of a certificate to provide basic local telecommunication services, the granting of certificates to provide exchange access and local exchange authority is denied.

3. 
That Western Communications, Inc.’s request that the Commission clarify that Western Communications, Inc. has filed a notice of assignment of a previously approved interconnection agreement and notice of tariff adoptions, and that said tariff adoptions be approved to be effective no later than October 4, 2002, is denied.

That this order shall become effective on October 8, 2002.
