ORDER GRANTING MOTION TO SUSPEND THE FILING

OF A PROPOSED PROCEDURAL SCHEDULE

On September 12, 2003, Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC d/b/a Time Warner Cable filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission an Application for Certificate of Service Authority to Provide Local and Interexchange Voice Services and for Competitive Competition.  Thereafter, the Commission granted intervention to a number of companies and on November 4, 2003, issued an order setting the matter for a prehearing conference and directing the parties to file a proposed procedural schedule no later than November 30, 2003.  At the prehearing conference Staff stated that it would file its memorandum in this matter on November 24, 2003.

On November 24, 2003, the Staff of the Commission, on behalf of all of the parties, filed a Motion for Suspension of Requirement to File Proposed Procedural Schedule.  In the motion, Staff states that in discussions after the prehearing conference the parties expressed a desire to be able to review and respond to Staff’s memorandum before proposing a procedural schedule.  The parties seek to better define and resolve issues, allowing them a better idea of the length of time it might take to prepare for and conduct a hearing.

Commission Rule 4 CSR 240-2.050(3) allows the Commission, in its discretion, to enlarge the period time in which it has required that an act be done.  The Commission finds that the motion is reasonable and will grant the requested relief.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the time in which the parties are required by the Commission to file a proposed procedural schedule is suspended.

2. That the Staff of the Commission shall file, no later than 30 days from the date of this order, an update advising the Commission of the status of this case

3. That this order shall become effective on November 25, 2003.
