ORDER GRANTING APPLICATION TO INTERVENE

On September 12, 2003, Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC d/b/a Time Warner Cable filed with the Missouri Public Service Commission an Application for Certificate of Service Authority to Provide Local and Interexchange Voice Services and for Competitive Classification.  Time Warner intends to provide Voice over Internet Protocol.  This service will allow customers to transmit voice data over the Internet.  The Commission issued its Notice of Application, setting October 8, 2003, as the intervention deadline for interexchange services and October 23, 2003, as the intervention deadline for basic local service.  A number of telecommunication service providers timely filed applica​tions to intervene.  The Commission granted those applications on November 4, 2003.  On November 14, 2003, the Commission received an application to intervene out of time from Vonage Holdings Corp.

Vonage states that it seeks intervention in this matter because the Commission intends to examine regulatory uncertainties with respect to VoIP.  Vonage further states that it became aware of the Commission’s intention to examine these issues upon the Commission issuing on November 4, 2003, its order granting interventions and setting a prehearing conference.  Vonage adds that it provides a form of VoIP services and that its participation in this matter would serve the public interest and that no party will be prejudiced by Vonage being made a party to this matter.

Although a prehearing conference has been set for November 21, 2003, no procedural schedule has been set.  Further, no party will be prejudiced by the inclusion of Vonage as a party.  Because Vonage is a provider of VoIP, its participation in this matter will serve the Commission’s examination of VoIP and consequently serve the public interest. 

On November 10, 2003, the Commission issued an order requiring that parties to this matter file briefs setting forth their positions with regard to the Commission’s jurisdiction over VoIP.  Vonage will also be required to file a brief as directed by the Commission.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That Vonage Holding Corp. is granted intervention.

2. That Vonage Holding Corp. is required to file a brief regarding the Commission’s jurisdiction over Voice over Internet Protocol.

3. That this order is effective on November 25, 2003.
