Notice Of Service

COMES NOW Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission, and for its Notice respectfully states:

1.
On October 11, 1991, the Commission approved the name change of the certificate of service authority of Kansas City Cable Partners to Kansas City Cable Partners d/b/a KC FiberNet in Case No. TA-88-232.  
2. According to the Missouri Secretary of State website: 

(a) K.C. Fibernet is an inactive fictitious registration that is owned by Kansas City Cable Partners.  The K.C. Fibernet registration was cancelled August 19, 1994.

(b) Kansas City Cable Partners is an inactive fictitious registration that was cancelled August 7, 1998.

(c) The partners in Kansas City Cable Partners were American Cablevision of Kansas City, Inc. and  TCID of Missouri, Inc.

(d) American Cablevision of Kansas City, Inc. dissolved themselves on January 4, 1994.  Prentice-Hall Corp. System was their registered agent.

(e) TCID of Missouri, Inc. changed their name to TCI of Missouri, Inc.  (TCIM).  TCIM’s principal office is 2232 Dell Range Blvd., Cheyenne, WY 82009.  TCIM’s registered agent is C T Corporation System, 120 South Central Avenue, Clayton, MO  63105.

3.
On February 5, 2004, the Staff served a copy of its Complaint on TCIM at its principal office in Cheyenne, Wyoming and it came back undelivered.

4.
Also on February 5th, the Staff served a copy of its Complaint on TCIM’s registered agent, the C T Corporation System.   Mr. Paul Deford, attorney for TimeWarner the owner of TCIM, called Staff counsel and stated that TCIM was not the parent or owner of K.C. Fibernet and that K.C. Fibernet went out of business in July 1998.  See Staff’s March 16th Motion To Cancel Certificate And Tariff And Close Case paragraph 2.



5.
On April 19, 2004, the Staff requested service by the Secretary of State and received the attached reply.  See Attachment 1.

6.
On April 19, 2004, the Staff served its Complaint by certified mail on Kansas City Cable Partners, 800 East 101st Terrace, Kansas City, MO 64131 and it came back undelivered.  See Attachment 2.
