ORDER DIRECTING FILING


On September 18, 2002, the Office of the Public Counsel filed a Motion to Suspend Tariff and for Evidentiary and Public Hearings.  Public Counsel seeks to suspend the tariff proposed by Excel Communications Inc., because the tariff introduces a “State Access Recovery Fee.”  The tariff has an effective date of October 8, 2002.

Also on September 18, 2002, the Missouri Public Service Commission issued an Order directing the Staff of the Commission to file its response to Public Counsel’s motion.  Staff filed its response on September 25, 2002.  Staff, in its response, avers that Excel has withdrawn the page in its tariff that introduces the Access Recovery Fee, thus eliminating the concerns argued by Public Counsel.

The Commission will require Public Counsel to promptly file a reply to the Staff’s pleading.


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That the Office of the Public Counsel shall file a reply to the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission’s response no later than October 3, 2002.


2.
That, in its reply, the Office of the Public Counsel shall address whether it will withdraw its motion to suspend the tariff.


3.
That, in its reply, the Office of the Public Counsel shall address in its response whether it still seeks hearings on this matter.


4.
That this order shall become effective on October 3, 2002.
