ORDER DIRECTING FILING

 
This order directs Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and Excel Communications Inc., to file a response to the Office of the Public Counsel’s Motion to Suspend Tariff and for Evidentiary and Public Hearings.


On September 18, 2002, the Office of the Public Counsel filed a motion asking the Missouri Public Service Commission to suspend a tariff, Tariff No. JL-2003-0241, and to hold hearings.  Public Counsel states that Excel has imposed, through its tariff, a monthly service charge of $1.95.  The charge is known as a “State Access Recovery Fee.”  Public Counsel argues that the fee is discriminatory to Missouri customers and is unjust and unreasonable.


The effective date of the tariff, Tariff No. JL-2003-0241, is October 8, 2002. 


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:


1.
That Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission shall file its response to the Office of the Public Counsel’s motion no later than September 25, 2002.

That Excel Communications Inc. shall file its response to the Office of the Public Counsel’s motion no later than September 25, 2002.


3.
That the Office of the Public Counsel shall file its response to those of Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission and Excel Communications Inc., no later than September 27, 2002.

4. That this order shall become effective on September 19, 2002.
