ORDER DIRECTING FILING

This order directs the Staff of the Missouri Public Service Commission to file a Staff Recommendation with the Commission to meet the requested date for expedited handling of this case. 

On June 18, 2002, Ozark Telephone Company filed a Motion for Expedited Treatment of Tariff Filing.  Ozark stated that it needs an expedited decision to allow it to comply with a June 5, 2002, order of The Federal Communications Commission.  Ozark requests that the Commission issue its decision in this case on or before July 1, 2002.  Ozark states that if the Commission fails to grant Ozark’s motion by July 1, 2002, then Ozark’s qualifying low-income customers will not receive the full federal baseline reduction to which they would otherwise be entitled.

The Commission finds that it has good cause to grant Ozark’s Motion for Expedited Treatment.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Motion for Expedited Treatment filed on June 18, 2002, is granted.

2. That the Staff of the Commission shall file its Recommendation with the Commission no later than June 24, 2002.

3. That this order shall become effective on June 20, 2002.
