ORDER APPROVING TARIFF REVISION
Syllabus

This order approves a tariff revision made in compliance with federal law.

The Transactions

On June 5, 2002, the Federal Communications Commission released an order increasing the subscriber line charge for residential and single-line businesses from $5.00 to $6.00.  The increase becomes effective July 1, 2002.  Seneca Telephone Company’s current Lifeline tariff lists the current subscriber line charge as the Federal baseline Lifeline reduction.

On June 18, 2002, Seneca filed a Motion for Expedited Treatment of Tariff Filing with the Commission.  Seneca asked the Commission to revise its tariff to comply with the FCC’s June 5, 2002 order.  Also, Seneca asked the Commission to revise the tariff effective July 1, 2002.

Discussion

On June 24, 2002, Staff filed its recommendation.  Staff does not object to the proposed tariff revision.  Staff recommends that the Commission approve the proposed tariff revision.

No requests for intervention have been received and no party has requested a hearing.  The requirement for a hearing is met when the opportunity for hearing has been provided and no proper party has requested the opportunity to present evidence.
  Since no one has requested a hearing, the Commission may grant the relief requested based on the verified application.

The Commission has reviewed the application and Staff’s recommendation.   The Commission finds that it should approve the tariff revision.  The revision will allow Lifeline customers, who are qualifying low-income subscribers, to continue to receive a 100% credit equal to the Subscriber Line Charge.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That Applicant’s Motion for Expedited Treatment is granted.

2. That the tariff sheet submitted on June 18, 2002, by Seneca Telephone Company is approved for service rendered on and after July 1, 2002.  The tariff sheet approved is:

Revised Sheet No. 5.3, Cancels Original Sheet No. 5.3
3. That this order shall become effective July 1, 2002.
