ORDER SUSPENDING TARIFF

Syllabus:  This order suspends the proposed tariff filed by Southwestern Bell Communications Services, Inc. d/b/a SBC Long Distance designed to introduce “Just Call 3 cents” long distance service. 

On August 22, 2003, SBC Long Distance filed a proposed tariff designed to introduce “Just Call 3 cents” long distance service. This service, although titled and marketed as “Just Call 3 cents,” would charge customers seven cents per minute.

On September 18, 2003, the Missouri Public Service Commission reviewed  the proposed tariff, Tariff File No. JX-2004-0207, during its regular Agenda session.  A majority of the Commission had questions and concerns regarding the proposed tariff, and directed that the tariff be suspended so that these issues could be addressed.  

In order to further investigate the proposed tariff to determine whether it is lawful and reasonable, the Commission will suspend it.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
