ORDER DIRECTING NOTICE AND MAKING

This order provides notice of this application to interested parties and joins the other party to the interconnection agreement, Spectra Communications Group, LLC, as a party to this proceeding.

On March 2, 2004, Big River Telephone company, LLC, filed a Notice of Adoption  of Interconnection Agreement with the Commission stating its intention to adopt the interconnection agreement entered between Spectra and Chariton Valley Telecom Corporation, which was approved by the Commission in Case No. CK-2003-0104.
