ORDER APPROVING TARIFF

This case was originally opened to consider Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC’s request for expedited approval of its tariff to conduct a local market trial to test its facilities and operating systems in preparation for offering digital phone service in Missouri.  The Commission approved Time Warner Cable’s tariff effective April 30, 2004, and this case was subsequently closed.  

At the same time it filed its local market trial tariff, Time Warner Cable also filed a permanent tariff designed to allow Time Warner Cable to continue to provide service after its local market trial is complete.  The permanent tariff originally carried an effective date of May 18, but that effective date was extended to June 15, at the request of Time Warner Cable.

On June 4, the Commission’s Staff filed a recommendation in this case advising the Commission to approve Time Warner Cable’s permanent tariff to be effective on June 15.  That filing caused this case to be reopened.

The Commission has reviewed the tariff filing and Staff's recommendation and memorandum and finds that Time Warner Cable’s tariff should be approved to become effective on June 15.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1. That the tariff filed by Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC on April 9, 2004, and assigned tariff number YL‑2004‑1266, is approved to become effective on June 15, 2004.  The tariff sheets approved are:
