ORDER CANCELING CERTIFICATES AND TARIFFS

On August 27, 2002, Quintelco, Inc., requested that the Missouri Public Service Commission cancel its certificates to provide interexchange telecommunications services and basic local exchange telecommunications services.  The Commission granted Quintelco a certificate of service authority to provide intrastate interexchange telecom​munications services in Case No. TA‑98‑111 on April 14, 1998.  The Commission also granted Quintelco a certificate of service authority to provide basic local telecommunica​tions services in Case No. TA-98-325 on September 17, 1998.

Quintelco stated that it has never conducted business in Missouri.  Staff filed its Recommendation on September 4, 2002, recommending that the Commission cancel Quintelco’s certificates of service authority and tariffs.  Quintelco does not owe any assess​ment fees, and Quintelco has no cases pending before the Commission.

Section 392.410, RSMo. 2000, gives the Commission authority over the granting of certificates of service authority to provide telecommunications services.  The Commis​sion has reviewed the Applicant’s pleadings and Staff’s Recommendation and finds that the interexchange telecommunications certificate of service authority granted to Quintelco in Case No. TA-98-111 and the basic local telecommunications certificate of service authority in Case No. TA-98-325 should be canceled.  The Commission further finds that Quintelco’s tariffs should also be canceled.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the interexchange telecommunications certificate of service authority granted to Quintelco, Inc., in Case No. TA-98-111 is canceled.

2. That the basic local telecommunications certificate of service authority granted to Quintelco, Inc., in Case No. TA-98-325 is canceled.

3. That Quintelco’s accompanying tariffs, PSC Tariff No. 1 and PSC Tariff No. 2 are canceled.

4. That this order shall become effective on October 6, 2002.

5. That this case may be closed on October 7, 2002.
