ORDER DIRECTING FILING

On July 24, 2003, D2R2, Inc., filed an application for approval to acquire from Utilicorp Communications Services, Inc., all of the outstanding stock of ExOp of Missouri, Inc.  On August 18, 2003, the Staff of the Commission filed a motion to dismiss the application, stating that the Commission lacks jurisdiction over the proposed transaction.  In support of its argument, Staff informs the Commission that although Section 392.300.2 applies to the proposed transaction, the Commission waived the applicability of that section when it granted ExOp its certificate of service authority.

That Commission will direct Staff to file a pleading, discussing the reasons for waiving Section 392.300.2 when the Commission grants a certificate of service authority.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1. That the Staff of the Commission shall file a pleading not later than September 15, 2003, informing the Commission of the purpose of waiving Section 392.300.2 RSMo, 2000, when granting a certificate of service authority.

2. That this order shall become effective on September 15, 2003.
