ORDER DIRECTING STAFF TO FILE A RECOMMENDATION OR INDICATE WHEN IT CAN DO SO 

On April 9, 2004, Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC filed a tariff to provide packaged local and interexchange Digital Phone Service.  That tariff bears an effective date of May 24, but Time Warner Cable has asked for expedited treatment to allow the tariff to go into effect by April 19, or as soon thereafter as practicable.  

The Commission is unable to act on Time Warner Cable’s tariff and its request for expedited treatment until it has a recommendation from its Staff.  Therefore, the Commission will direct its Staff to file a recommendation no later than April 14.  If Staff is unable to file a recommendation by April 14, it may instead file a pleading indicating when it will be able to file a recommendation.  

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:

1.
That the Staff of the Commission shall, no later than April 14, 2004, file a recommendation regarding Time Warner Cable Information Services (Missouri), LLC’s Local Market Trial Tariff.

2.
That if the Staff of the Commission is unable to file a recommendation by April 14, 2004, it shall instead file a pleading advising the Commission when Staff will be able to file its recommendation.   

3.
That this order shall become effective on April 12, 2004.
