RESPONSE OF MCLEODUSA TO SPRINT’S MOTION TO CHALLENGE
HIGHLY CONFIDENTIAL DESIGNATIONS

COMES NOW McLeodUSA Telecommunications Services, Inc., (McLeodUSA), by and through undersigned counsel, and for its Response to Sprint’s Motion to Challenge Highly Confidential Designations, states:   
1.     To the extent that exhibits attached to the November 10, 2003, responses of SBC Missouri and Century Tel to the Commission’s Order Directing Filing may have included information regarding McLeodUSA, McLeodUSA believes such information qualifies for Highly Confidential treatment under the Commission’s Protective Order, as this information may have strategic value in competing with other carriers for business.  Therefore, McLeodUSA requests that, to the extent it may be included in the Highly Confidential exhibits, any information related to McLeodUSA remain classified as Highly Confidential.  
2.     However, if the Commission determines that the information does not qualify as Highly Confidential information pursuant to its Protective Order issued in this case, McLeodUSA insists that it must be treated as Proprietary information rather than fully declassified and made a part of the public record of this proceeding.  Such information is precisely of the nature that was intended to be protected from disclosure.  It would be harmful to McLeodUSA if released internal employees of competitors who are parties to this case in positions such as sales, marketing, network planning, strategic planning, etc. who would be in a position to use this information to the disadvantage of McLeodUSA in competiing for business.

3.     Although, as alleged by Sprint, some other states may have allowed public disclosure of similar information in their triennial review order proceedings, McLeodUSA is also aware of other states where this information has been protected from the public eye and marketing personnel of competitors.
Wherefore, McLeodUSA respectfully requests that the Commission not reclassify or declassify information designated as Highly Confidential concerning McLeodUSA which may appear in the exhibits referenced above.
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
