ORDER APPROVING TARIFFS

On July 25, 2002, the Commission issued an order approving a stipulation and agreement.  As provided for in that agreement, a Missouri Residential Time-of-Use Pilot Program Collaborative Committee was created.  On April 22, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE filed revised tariff sheets to implement a pilot time-of-use program.  The tariffs bore an effective date of May 22, but on May 14, AmerenUE extended the effective date to May 28.  The pilot program would be limited to about 225 participants, and will allow an examination of the participants’ responses to time-of-use prices.

On May 21, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a recommendation in which it advised the Commission that the Staff had reviewed the proposed tariffs, found them to be in compliance with the agreement and the Commission’s order, and recommended approval.  The Commission has reviewed the tariffs and the Staff memorandum and recommendation, and will approve the tariffs.

IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED:
1.
That the following tariffs filed by Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE on April 22, 2004, are approved for service on and after May 28, 2004:
