ORDER APPROVING TARIFFS

On July 25, 2002, the Commission issued an order approving a stipulation and agreement.  As provided for in that agreement, certain parties to the case worked collaboratively to develop a program called “Missouri Commercial Facility Energy Audit Program,” and on September 9, 2003, Union Electric Company d/b/a AmerenUE filed revised tariff sheets to implement the program.  The Commission approved those tariffs by order issued October 6, 2003.

On October 29, 2004 AmerenUE filed revised tariff sheets to extend the program and to clarify some wording.  On November 17, 2004, the Staff of the Commission filed a recommendation in which it advised the Commission that the Staff had reviewed the proposed tariffs, found them to be in compliance with the agreement and the Commission’s

order, and recommended approval.  The Commission has reviewed the tariffs and the Staff memorandum and recommendation, and will approve the tariffs.
